RESUMO

Predmbulo

O presente trabalho de investigacdo centra-se no estudo dos aspetos e relacéo
comportamental-espacial dos fendmenos associados ao roubo e pirataria maritima
no Golfo da Guiné (GoG). Nao existem estudos concretos sobre esta temética que
tem uma relevancia atual significativa pelo impacto que este fenomeno produz no

comércio maritimo e nos paises da regiao.

Objetivo

Pretendeu-se perceber as relagbes comportamentais e espaciais do fenémeno de
pirataria e roubo maritimo na regido do Golfo da Guiné de modo a permitir aos
Estados da regido e a todos os atores que operam nesse espaco possam entender
melhor os modos de acédo praticados na regido para poderem desenhar politicas e

processos para 0s contrariar.

Metodologia
O presente trabalho de investigacdo foi desenvolvido com base na metodologia

preconizada por Raymond Quivy e Luc Van Compenhoudt centrada nos sete
passos para a investigacdo na area das ciéncias sociais, que permitiram definir as
questdes derivadas, as hipoteses e concomitantemente o modelo de andlise, apos

uma exaustiva revisao de literatura sobre o fendmeno em estudo.

Neste ambito foram analisados os dados existentes, e confirmados, de ataques
entre 8-1-2008 e 4-11-2014 pela International Maritime Agency das Nacdes Unidas.
Estes dados foram tratados e processados com meta-classificadores numa base de
dados do ISCIA — Observatério de Seguranca Maritima, que serviu de suporte a

andalise efetuada.

Estabeleceu-se ainda, neste estudo, uma andlise comparativa com fenémenos
semelhantes ocorridos noutras regides do globo tentando obter-se uma sequéncia

de causa efeito na perspetiva comportamental e espacial.
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Resultados e Conclusbes

O Estudo chegou a conclusdes sdlidas sobre trés tipologias de ataques na regido
relacionados com a ocorréncia em dominios especificos do espaco do GoG: roubo
de pertences do navio/tripulacfes; tomada de reféns para obtencéo de resgate, ou
protecdo dos atacantes; e por Ultimo o roubo de combustiveis. Esta tipologia de
fendmenos est4 associada aos portos e ancoradouros no primeiro caso e a Nigéria,
enquanto epicentro, nas duas Ultimas situacbes. Também se encontraram
possiveis relagcbes com a atividade descrita em abundante literatura sobre a
tomada de reféns para financiamento do grupo radical islamico “Boko Haram”.
Existem indicios de um outro modo de acdo nas aguas territoriais da Nigéria que é
um crescente negocio de protecéo feito por forcas de seguranca e armadas deste

pais.

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ABSTRACT
Preamble

The present research work focuses on the study of behavioral-spatial relationship
and aspects of the phenomena associated with the theft and maritime piracy in the
Gulf of Guinea (GoG).There are no specific studies on this issue that has a
significant impact on the current relevance that this phenomenon produces the

maritime trade and in the countries of the region.

Goal

It was intended to understand behavioral relationships and spatial phenomenon of
piracy and sea robbery in the Gulf region of Guinea so as to enable the States of
the region and all the actors who operate in this space can better understand the
prevailing modes of action in the region in order to draw policies and processes for
the counter.

Methodology

The present research work was developed based on the methodology advocated by
Raymond Quivy and Luc Van Compenhoudt centered on the seven steps for
research in the area of social sciences that allowed to define the issues arising, and
concomitantly the analysis model, after an exhaustive review of the literature on the
phenomenon under study.

In this context we analyzed existing data, and confirmed attacks between 1/8/2008
and 11/4/2014 by the International Maritime Bureau of the International Chamber of
Commerce, based in London. These data were treated and processed with meta-
data basis of classifiers ISCIA — Maritime Security Observatory, which served as a
support to the analysis performed.

Settled yet, in this study, a comparative analysis with similar phenomena occurred
in other regions of the globe trying to obtain a sequence of cause and effect in
behavioral and spatial perspective.
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Results and conclusions

The study reached conclusions on solid three types of attacks in the region related
to the occurrence in specific fields of space of GoG: theft of belongings of ship/crew;
hostage taking for ransom, or obtaining protection from attackers; and finally the
fuel theft. This typology of phenomena is associated to ports and anchorages in the
first case and to Nigeria, while epicenter, in the last two situations. Also found
possible relationships with the activity described in abundant literature on the
hostage-taking to funding radical Islamic group "Boko Haram". Furthermore, there
is some indication of other types of activities in the Nigerian territorial waters,
consisting of ship protection businesses carried out by the military and security
forces of Nigeria.

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PARTE I. INTRODUCAO

O fim do século XX assistiu a solidificacdo de um movimento de globalizacdo, onde
assenta hoje a economia mundial, que comecou com a chegada a Calcuta, na
india, de Vasco da Gama em 1498. Os espacos maritimos tém sido as verdadeiras
e grandes artérias da globalizagdo da economia mundial. Essas artérias tém sido
atacadas por um outro fenOmeno, mais antigo que a prépria globalizacdo, a

Pirataria Maritima.

Este trabalho pretende estudar aspetos comportamentais-espaciais do fenomeno

da Pirataria na regido do Golfo da Guiné (GoG).

Assim o enunciado do tema é: “A pirataria no Golfo da Guiné numa perspetiva

comportamental e espacial”.

A partida, a base conceptual, para esta investigacdo assentara nos mecanismos
associados aos conflitos do tipo assimétrico, como as técnicas de guerrilha, no
sentido de se conseguir fazer uma andlise comparativa sobre os aspetos
comportamentais-espaciais desta atividade, utilizando como termos de referéncia
estudos e ilacdes sobre esta fenomenologia, ocorrido noutras regidées do globo,
tentando estabelecer uma sequéncia de causa efeito na perspetiva comportamental

e espacial.

A escolha deste tema justifica-se pelo facto de assistir-se a um recrudescimento
desta atividade no GoG, de esta estar a tornar-se endémica na regidao e
representar um elevado motivo de preocupacdo para a seguranca maritima e para

a estabilidade e desenvolvimento econdmico da regido do GoG.

O desenvolvimento do GoG poderda em certa medida ser condicionado pelo
fenomeno da pirataria, influenciando de forma negativa, a maneira como esta

regido se integra numa economia globalizada e competitiva.

Sendo o fenémeno da pirataria de natureza transnacional o seu estudo requer uma

caracterizacdo geografica alargada e no minimo regional.

Tendo em consideragcdo a revisdo da literatura efetuada foi estabelecido um
modelo de analise comecando com uma pergunta de partida que depois foi
fatorizada em questdes derivadas para as quais foram estabelecidas hipoteses de
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partida no sentido de se poder caracterizar o objeto de estudo de uma forma

congruente e abrangente.

Assim sendo, a pergunta de partida (PP) é: “Como se caracteriza a pirataria no

GoG do ponto de vista da relacdo comportamental-espacial”?

Esta (PP) foi entdo fatorizada nas seguintes questdes derivadas (QD):

e QD1 - Como se caracteriza o fendmeno da pirataria no GoG nos aspetos

comportamentais?

e Associada a esta QD deduzimos as seguintes hipdtese operativas do

modelo de analise:

QD1: Hipdtese 1- O modus operando na regido agregam-se em quatro
tipos principais: o roubo puro dos pertences e bens da tripulacdo e ou
navio; o roubo de produtos refinados do petréleo — combustiveis - para
posterior venda em alto-mar, ou em terra; o pedido de resgate por reféns,
ou entdo, uma variante associada aos modos supra referidos que
consiste na tomada destes para autoprotecdo dos atacantes na fase da
fuga e um quarto modo associado ao negoécio de extorsdo em troca de

protecao realizado por entidades oficiais;

QDL1: Hipodtese 2- O comportamento com os tripulantes é mais violento do
gue em outras regifes do globo onde existe o fenédmeno, eventualmente,

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PARTE Il. METODOLOGIA DE INVESTIGACAO

Metodologia

A metodologia escolhida e seguida no desenvolvimento deste trabalho de
investigacdo foi a preconizada por Raymond Quivy e Luc Van Compenhoudt
(Raymoud Quivy, 2005) baseada nos sete passos para a investigacdo na area das
ciéncias sociais. O esquema representativo desta metodologia esta na figura n° 1.
Esta metodologia foi selecionada por permitir de forma clara identificar o objeto de
estudo e disseca-lo através de um sistema de factorizacdo das relacfes causa-
efeito. Este método serve as ciéncias sociais, como o comportamento dos piratas e
as ciéncias mais exatas como as distribuicdes geograficas com que se manifesta

esse comportamento na regiao.

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Esta metodologia desenvolve a investigacdo através de um processo centrado em

trés fases: a rutura, a construcéo e a verificagao.

Na fase da rutura o que se pretende é desafiar as fronteiras do conhecimento
existente definindo uma pergunta de partida que constitui 0 objeto da investigacao.
Esta pergunta de partida é revista conforme se vai realizando a reviséo da literatura
sobre o assunto e através dela arquitetando a problematica, ou seja 0 que esta
verdadeiramente em questéo e deve ser testado. Uma vez definida a problematica
encerra-se a primeira fase e inicia-se a segunda que é a construcéo de um modelo
de andlise (MA) que permitird fatorizar o problema que se pretende resolver de
modo a encontrar um conjunto de respostas que possam cobrir todo o espaco de
questdes levantado pela Pergunta de Partida (PP). Munidos que estamos desta
ferramenta, que é o modelo de andlise, constituida por questdes derivadas da PP,
gue cubram todos os aspetos relevantes desta, e de hipoteses associadas que nao
sdo mais que tentativas de resposta a essas mesmo questdes, iniciar-se-4 a
terceira fase. A Verificacdo é precisamente a terceira e Ultima fase em que se
verificam as hipoteses através de uma observacdo da realidade, traduzida em
dados concretos, que analisados no seu conjunto, ou em parte, permitam retirar
conclusbes e deduzir da veracidade, ou ndo das hipoteses colocadas. Este
resultado permitird entdo responder cabalmente & PP fechando o ciclo da

investigacao.

Procedimento

Assim, seguindo esta metodologia chegou-se na fase da rutura a uma PP alinhada
necessariamente com o objetivo desta investigacdo e que respondida contribuisse
para fechar as lacunas detetadas nesta tematica e alargar a fronteira do

conhecimento na area em estudo.

A PP deduzida foi: “Como se caracteriza a pirataria no GoG do ponto de vista da

relacdo comportamental-espacial?”.

Esta pergunta de partida permitiu definir de forma muito concreta a problematica,
gue nesta investigacao foi reduzida ao estudo do modus operando da pirataria no
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GoG de forma a perceber se existiam relacdes univocas!, ou biunivocas

comportamentais-espaciais no fendmeno em anélise.

Uma vez estabelecida a problematica e com os referentes resultantes da revisao
da literatura, centrados que foram no fendmeno da pirataria no GoG, foi entédo

fatorizada a PP em duas questbes derivadas:

e QD1 - Como se caracteriza o fendbmeno da pirataria no GoG nos aspetos

comportamentais?

e QD2 - Como se caracteriza a distribuicdo espacial dos roubos, e ataques de
pirataria na regido do GoG?

Com estas duas questbes derivadas esta investigacdo poderia responder,

cruzando os seus resultados, a PP.

Nesse sentido, e tendo em conta ainda a revisdo da literatura, o conhecimento
existente sobre o fendmeno e a indugcdo de comportamentos relatados

propuseram-se cinco hipoteses de resposta que se enunciam seguidamente:

o QD1: Hipotese 1- O modus operando na regido agregam-se em quatro
tipos principais: o roubo puro dos pertences e bens da tripulacdo e ou
navio; o roubo de produtos refinados do petréleo — combustiveis - para
posterior venda em alto-mar, ou em terra; o pedido de resgate por reféns,
ou entdo, uma variante associada aos modos supra referidos que
consiste na tomada destes para autoprotecdo dos atacantes na fase da
fuga e um quarto modo associado ao negocio de extorsdo em troca de

protecao realizado por entidades oficiais;

o QD1: Hipétese 2- O comportamento com os tripulantes € mais violento do
gue em outras regides do globo onde existe o fenébmeno, eventualmente,
gue esta associado a pouca importancia para 0S proveitos, que 0S

regastes dos reféns tem representado.

1 Univoca é uma relagdo num sé sentido, biunivoca nos dois.
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o QD2: Hipo6tese 4 - A maioria dos ataques € dentro dos portos e
fundeadouros, junto a terra, com 0s navios parados ou com sérias
restricbes de manobra e correspondem a falhas de seguranca dentro do
ambito do ISPS Code. Deste modo dar-se-ao provavelmente préximo a
costa e dentro dos limites das aguas territoriais dos Estados soberanos

da regido do GoG.

o QD2-Hipdétese 5 — Existe uma relagcdo marcada, entre a incidéncia

espacial e a tipologia de ataques, na regido do GoG.

As primeiras duas hipéteses fatorizam ainda a questdo comportamental, propondo
uma tipologia para as a¢fes dos piratas no GoG, mas também uma comparacdo
com outras regides do globo. Desta forma fecha-se o ambito comportamental

relacionado com a questéo derivada n° 1 de forma suficientemente completa.

As hipoteses n° 3 e 4 incidem sobre a distribuicdo geografica dos ataques de
pirataria no GoG de modo a perceber-se a sua possivel relacdo com
comportamentos distintos definidos na tipologia identificada na hipétese n° 1. Alias,
esse cruzamento é fechado pela colocacao da hip6tese n° 5.

Munido deste modelo de anadlise foram feitas observacdes sobre dados reais de
modo a analisar os dados existentes e através desta analise permitir verificar, ou
ndo, as hipéteses avancadas e desse modo chegar a conclusdes seguras, isto €

cientificas, que permitiram responder a PP na concluséo.

Para a verificagdo das hip6teses foram recolhidos relatos de 350 ataques de
pirataria no GoG, entre 08-01-2008 e 04-11-2014, disponiveis no site da
Organizacao Maritima Internacional (IMO, 2008-2014).

A utilizacdo dos dados da IMO foi considerada por serem dados validados por uma
organizacdo pertencente as Na¢des Unidas e especialmente vocacionada para os

assuntos maritimos.

Também se equacionou se os dados séo representativos da realidade, no sentido
de se poder considerar que sao uma fotografia fiel do fenémeno em estudo. Tendo
ainda em consideracdo que estes dados podem néo representar a totalidade dos
ataques, ou tentativas de ataques na regido, constituem certamente uma amostra

significativa, face ao numero de casos reportados (350). Mesmo no pior cenario, 0
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namero de ataques reportados € mais que suficiente para representar com elevada
fidelidade um universo muito superior de atagues. Acresce que, no que concerne a
qualidade dos dados, estes foram compilados progressivamente, conforme os
relatos foram chegando ao conhecimento das organizacdes internacionais e tem
por isso uma boa distribuicao tipoldgica face ao periodo de compilagdo de mais de
seis anos e a dispersdo geografica efetiva. Neste sentido e tendo em conta a teoria
da amostragem e a amostra recolhida, podemos concluir com seguranca que esta

¢ significativa para o universo em estudo (Walpole, et al., 2011, pp. 225-316).

O ISCIA, através do seu Observatério de Seguranca Maritima (OSM) — construiu
uma base de dados (BD) onde compilou e organizou os 350 ataques reportados
pela IMO referidos ao periodo entre 08-01-2008 e 04-11-2014

Estes dados foram tratados na BD tendo sido meta-classificados com os seguintes

campos de informacao estruturada:
e Grupo data hora do ataque, em horas locais;
e Posicdo geogréfica;
e Costa onde se realizou o ataque?;
e Distancia minima do ataque a costa;
e Numero de piratas envolvidos no ataque;
e Se houve feridos, ou mortos em resultados do ataque;
e Se foram feitos reféns;
e Se o0 navio foi tomado, ou s6 abordado;
e Se 0 navio estava em movimento, ou parado;
e O tipo de crime praticado;
e Otipo de reacao da tripulacéo;
e Se estava embarcada uma equipa de seguranca privada.

Foi com base neste tipo de critérios, sobre os 350 ataques realizados no periodo
de 08-01-2008 a 04-11-2014 no GoG, que se elaborou uma anélise mais detalhada

2 Ataque refere um ataque com sucesso, ou sé a tentativa deste
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da relagdo comportamento-espacial. Utilizaram-se os resultados das consultas a
BD, para os critérios de pesquisa estabelecidos, para construir representacoes
geograficas da distribuicdo dos respetivos ataques. Estes dados exportados em
formato “.kml” foram facilmente visualizados, numa base georreferenciada, por via
da aplicacdo “Google Earth”. A base de dados construida pelo ISCIA também
possibilitou a representacdo geografica dos ataques, em funcdo dos critérios

definidos, através de numa ferramenta prépria, desenvolvida pelo OSM.

Para além de diversos resultados estatisticos globais e selecionados em funcao de
critérios de pesquisa comportamentais, ou espaciais, também foram analisados os
contetdos dos relatos dos ataques no sentido de retirar davidas, ou verificar a
meta-classificacdo dos dados obtidos.

Os resultados permitiram assim verificar se os fendmenos eram exclusivos de um
s6 dominio espacial, diferente dos outros dominios laterias no contexto do GoG, ou

eram fendmenos globais a regido.

Através desta analise cruzada de critérios de pesquisa na BD e da possibilidade de
visualizar a sua distribuicdo em contexto geogréfico foi possivel estabelecer a
relacdo comportamental-espacial desejada, e dessa forma responder a Pergunta
de Partida.

A BD através de um dos seus meta-classificadores, a costa, georreferenciou a
zona de cada ataque de forma individual. Utilizando esse meta-classificador foi
possivel realizar consultas por dominios geograficos com resultados estatisticos

totalmente analiticos.

Todos os gréaficos, mapas e tabelas resultaram dos processos supra referidos.
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PARTE Ill. REVISAO DA LITERATURA

Definicdo de Pirataria Maritima

Apesar da definicdo de pirataria maritima ndo constituir em si um dos objetos deste

estudo, importa carateriza-la face a interligacdo deste conceito com a tematica em

apreco. Foram encontradas trés definigdes internacionalmente aceites. Estas séo:

A da Convencao da Nac¢6es Unidas sobre o Direito do Mar (CNUDM) que diz
no seu artigo 101°: “Constituem pirataria quaisquer dos seguintes atos: a)
Todo o ato ilicito de violéncia ou de detencdo ou todo o ato de depredacao
cometidos, para fins privados, pela tripulacdo ou pelos passageiros de um
navio ou de uma aeronave privados, e dirigidos contra: i) Um navio ou uma
aeronave em alto mar ou pessoas ou bens a bordo dos mesmos; ii) Um
navio ou uma aeronave, pessoas ou bens em lugar ndo submetido a
jurisdicdo de algum Estado; b) Todo o ato de participacdo voluntaria na
utilizacdo de um navio ou de uma aeronave, quando aquele que o pratica
tenha conhecimento de factos que deem a esse navio ou a essa aeronave 0
caracter de navio ou aeronave pirata; c) Toda a acao que tenha por fim in
citar ou ajudar intencionalmente a cometer um dos atos enunciados na

alinea a) ou b)” (Nacfes Unidas, 1982).

Do IMB - International Maritime Bureau que considera a pirataria como
sendo qualquer tentativa de ataque realizado contra navios,
independentemente se 0 navio esta dentro ou fora da jurisdicdo de um
Estado e diz: “Um ato de abordagem ou de tentativa de abordar qualquer
navio com a intencdo de cometer roubo ou qualquer outro crime, com a

intencdo de usar a forca na execucédo do ato”. (BUREAU, 2009).

Da IMO - Organizacdo Maritima Internacional que sendo uma agéncia
especializada das Nacdes Unidas repete a definicdo do artigo 101° da
Convencdo das Nacdes Unidas sobre o Direito do Mar (Organizacao
Maritima Internacional, 1982).

Em consequéncia desta ultima definicdo a resolugdo da IMO A.922 (22) de 2001

define todos os atos de violéncia, depredacao e detencdo ilegal diretamente contra
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navios, ou pessoas embarcadas em &guas territoriais de um Estado costeiro como
Assalto Armado (AA) contra navios (IMO, 2001).

A relacdo geografica estabelecida pela IMO é na nossa opinido redutora do estudo
destes atos e enforma de um classificador legal sobre 0 espaco onde € praticado o
ato, que pode distorcer o estudo estatistico do fendbmeno numa analise que se
pretende comportamental-espacial.

Assim sendo, e face ao objetivo definido neste estudo a utilizacdo da definicdo de
pirataria realizada pelo IMB parece-nos mais adequada ao estudo e por isso sera
utilizada como padrdo. Acresce ainda que definicdo utilizada pelo IMB é a mais
aproximada da definicdo do dicionario de Oxford, que nos parece condensar o
entendimento n&o legal e por isso mais do senso comum (Oxford Dicionary, 2015),
porquanto, define pirataria maritima, como sendo qualquer ato ilicito de violéncia
praticado a bordo de um navio com o fim de obter lucro. Ndo obstante, esta
definicAo ndo fazer uma distincdo entre o local do ataque (alto mar ou aguas
territoriais) centra-se sobretudo na violéncia no mar com o fim da obtengao de lucro
ilicito, mas também ndo caracteriza o originador do ato. Neste ambito, a definicdo
de pirataria maritima apesar de ser aparentemente simples ainda € muito discutida.
Pode-se ainda dizer que a pirataria maritima ndo € mais do que qualquer acao
contra a lei, de qualquer ato ilicito que ocorra no mar (BUREAU, 2009) sem

classificar o agente que o pratica.

Entretanto, ha outra definicdo mais sintética e aberta de pirataria, que foi definida
pela professora Malvina Halberstam da Universidade de Cardozo Law em Nova
lorque:"any armed violence at sea which is not a lawful act of war” (Halberstam,

1988) e que nos parece perfeitamente adequada ao objeto deste estudo.

Assim sendo englobaremos, neste estudo, a definicdo de assalto armado contra

navios da IMO, nos atos que designaremos de forma abrangente de “pirataria”.

No entanto ja verificamos que nestas definicdes sobre pirataria esta subjacente que

a motivacao por detras destes atos é so o lucro.

No entanto a Convencao para a Supressao de Atos llicitos das NacgOes Unidas, a
Convencao SUA/98, veio refor¢car o combate os atos ilicitos contra pessoas e bens
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a bordo de navios no mar alto (exclui no seu artigo 4° o mar territorial), focando os

atos em si e ndo as motivagdes conforme se podera ver pelo seu artigo ° 3.

As infracbes previstas no artigo 3° consubstanciam-se, numa infracdo penal

cometida por qualquer pessoa que ilicita e intencionalmente faca o seguinte:

a) Aproprie ou exerca o controlo de um navio pela forca ou ameaca fazé-lo pela

forga ou por outra forma de intimagao;

b) Pratique um ato de violéncia contra uma pessoa a bordo de um navio, se tal

ato puser em perigo a seguranga nautica desse navio;

c) Destrua um navio ou cause avaria a0 mesmo ou a sua carga, de modo a p6ér

em perigo a seguranca nautica;

d) Coloque ou forca colocar num navio, por qualquer meio, um dispositivo ou
uma substancia que provoque ou possa provocar a destruicdo do navio ou
causar avarias a0 mesmo Ou a sua carga e que possa pds em perigo a

seguranca nautica desse navio;

e) Destrua ou avaria gravemente as instalacdes ou servicos de navegacao
maritima ou perturbe seriamente o seu funcionamento, se qualquer destes

atos puder comprometer a seguran¢a nautica de um navio;

f) Comunique uma informacdo que saiba falsa e com isso comprometa a

seguranca nautica do navio;

Lesione ou mate qualquer pessoa em consequéncia das infracfes previstas nas

alineas a) a f) bem como das respetivas tentativas.

Aqui caberdo todos os atos quer os com motivacdo econOmica quer 0os com
motivacao politica. No entanto esta lista servird para identificar de alguma forma os
atos que sendo praticados no mar contra a navegagdo mercante e com fins

econdémicos serédo classificados como atos de pirataria.

Tipologias Comportamentais

O International Maritime Bureau (IMB) é uma agéncia especializada da Camara de
Comércio Internacional (ICC). E uma organizagédo sem fins lucrativos, fundada em

mil novecentos e oitenta que tem como misséo prevenir atos fraudulentos na area
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financeira, transporte, e comércio maritimo. No seu relatério anual de dois mil e
treze e no relatorio do primeiro semestre de dois mil e catorze pode constatar-se
gue os atos de pirataria e 0s assaltos a mao armada contra navios na regido do
GoG configuram diferentes tipologias comportamentais, numa perspetiva de quem

sofre os atos, que podem caraterizar-se por:
e Roubo dos pertences e/ou apetrechos do navio;

e Sequestros com pedidos de resgate, ou para autoprotecdo dos atacantes

apos o ato;

e Roubo e venda da carga relacionada com produtos derivados do petrdleo, o

que inclui reboque e abandono de navios.

Pode verificar-se na tipologia destes atos que o interesse, ou motivagao final € o
lucro, logo cabem no objeto deste estudo que é a pirataria como a definimos.

Em termos da atuacdo espacial, a maioria dos incidentes é referida como tendo
acontecido em aguas territoriais, em todas as situacées: com 0s navios a navegar,
fundeados e atracados no porto. Estes atos serdo muitas vezes repelidos devido a
presenca e a reacdo armada de agentes de seguranca privada a bordo. (IMB,
2013).

No relatério de dois mil e catorze (IMB, 2014) pode também inferir-se a existéncia
de uma quarta tipologia que € a extorsdo por “entidades oficias” através da
existéncia de um negdécio da venda de protecdo contra a pirataria em aguas
territoriais do pais em causa, associada ao perigo dessas aguas, e a proibicdo de
usar guardas armados que ndo pertencam as forcas armadas ou as forcas de
segurancga desse pais, 0 que promove a extorsdo nesse espac¢o. Neste caso 0s
atos s6 serdo contabilizados caso a protecdo oferecida ndo resulte e o navio em

causa seja alvo de um ato tipologicamente supra referido.

Andreas Garf no seu relatério sobre pirataria (Graf, 2011) na regido da Somalia e
no Sudoeste Asiatico classifica ainda atos considerando as motivacdes por detras
destes, criando para o efeito uma distincdo entre pirataria quando o fim é

econdémico e terrorismo quando o fim é politico.
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Motivacdes dos atos Classificacao
Econdémica Pirataria comum
Politica Terrorismo com orientacdo econémica

Tabela n® 1 — Motivacéo dos atos de pirataria

A motivacao por detras destes atos ndo esta explicitamente refletida nos relatérios
analisados no entanto ao constatar-se que os atos em si configuram de forma
direta um interesse econémico imediato poderemos classificd-los como atos de

pirataria.

Ainda, referindo a tipologia quer comportamental ha que referir os raides anfibios
contra a Guiné Equatorial nos quais os piratas que entram por mar e assaltam
bancos e instituicdes no litoral tendo escapado outra vez pela via maritima (Group,
2012, p. 14). Estes atos, referidos na literatura consultada foram atos esporadicos

sem relevancia estatistica de acordo com a mesma literatura.

Stephen Starr no seu artigo “Maritime Piracy on the raise in West Africa” (Starr,

2014) refere que:

e Existe um registo histérico das companhias de petréleo, na regido, pagarem
resgastes por elementos seus, raptados nos navios de apoio a essas

plataformas;

e Que até 2009 uma das organizacdes mais envolvidas neste tipo de atividade
foi o Movement for the Emacipation of the Delta Niger (MEND). Em 2009 o
governo da Nigéria deu uma amnistia aos elementos que livremente se
entregassem, o que diminui a atividade havendo contudo indicios que ela

recrudesceu no inicio de 2014;

¢ Que os atos praticados por este grupo tinham incidéncias fortes a distancias

das 12 milhas e das 40 milhas de terra;

e Que haveria provas substanciais que elementos do governo Nigeriano
estariam implicados no negocio da pirataria relacionada com o roubo e

venda de combustiveis no Golfo da Guingé;
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¢ Que a tacita usada no roubo de combustiveis resumia-se a tomarem o0 navio
alvo mantendo-o sob seu controlo num periodo até seis dias, navegarem
com este para um ponto de encontro onde faziam a trasfega de combustivel
para outro navio, ou para terra, roubavam alguns equipamentos dos navios e

0s pertences dos tripulantes e depois abandonavam navio e tripulantes.

No estudo de Mohammed Sambo Dasuki, assessor para a seguranca da Nigéria,
que foi entregue no 10° encontro regional dos paises da Africa Ocidental e da

Europa, em 19 de Julho de 2013, este especialista refere (Dasuki, 2013):
e Que 0 Boko Haram é um grupo extremista Islamico;
¢ Que esta no seu designio atacar interesses ocidentais;

e Que o grupo esta sediado no Norte da Nigéria e tem ligagcbes aos grupos

radicais islamicos sob forte inspiracdo da Al-Quada;
¢ Mas nao refere nenhuma ligacédo deste grupo a pirataria no GoG.

O comandante Wren Thomas relatou a situacdo que viveu apés ser raptado em
aguas Nigerianas em 23 de Outubro de 2013 (Lah, Kyung & Johnston, Kathleen,
2014) onde é referida a ligacdo dos resgates ao grupo terrorista Islamico Boko
Haram. Lendo o artigo, que produziu uma elevada especulacdo a volta desta
possivel ligacdo do terrorismo a pirataria no GoG, podemos verificar que a alegada
ligacdo se resume a suspeitas e ndo a factos concretos.

Um artigo do Guardian (Guardian Global Resources West Africa, 2014) vem
desmistificar essa ligacado reforcando que a pirataria no GoG, na area da Nigéria, é
dominada por grupos com origem no Delta do Rio Niger de base profundamente
cristd e que essa relacdo se existir € puramente casual. Alias, levanta a questédo
que a existir alguma ligacdo a grupos com fins politicos esta sera entdo ao MEND e

nao ao Boko Haram.

Parece existir uma relacao estreita entre falha de implementacdo de medidas de
segurancga, quer nos portos, quer nos fundeadouros, com um elevado numero de
incidentes de pirataria (assalto a mado armada de acordo com o IMB) nesses
espacos no GoG conforme reportado num artigo de Osinowo no Africa Security
Brief (Osinowo, 2015).
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No mesmo estudo é referido que no GoG os atos de pirataria revestem-se de uma

maior violéncia porque:

e O da maioria dos atos ndo tem como objetivo a tomada de reféns para
obtencdo de resgastes mas sim a tomada do navio para roubar os
pertences, equipamentos, ou a carga (combustiveis) e consequentemente

os tripulantes séo considerados empecilhos ao processo;

e Que os ataques séo realizados com recurso a armas de fogo e que € vulgar
a utilizacdo destas, quer pelos piratas, quer pelos guardas armados com

consequéncia no numero crescente de vitimas mortais;

Lendo os relatos dos ataques reportados pela entre 2008 e 2014 (IMO, 2008-2014)
e o relatorio do IMB sobre a pirataria e 0 assalto armado a navios referente a 2014
(IMB-Report 2014, 2015) constata-se existirem muitos ataques nos fundeadouros e
nos portos do GoG. Estes relatos demonstram existir uma incapacidade para os
Estados Costeiros da regido cumprirem com as suas responsabilidades de Estado
Costeiro e de Estado de Porto perante a comunidade internacional. Se
considerarmos a convengdo SOLAS 1974 com as emendas do Capitulo XI-2 sobre
protecdo de navios (IMO, 1974), nomeadamente a regra 3 que rege as obrigacoes
dos governos na protecdo de navios e portos, pode constatar-se pelos relatos dos
ataques nas areas portuarias falhas graves de seguranca basica. Estas regras para
a protecao dos portos pelos governos dos Estados contratantes, estdo explicitadas
no International Ship and Port Facility Security Code, ou abreviadamente codigo

ISPS (IMO-ISPS, 2012). Elas sao, no nivel mais basico de seguranca:

Assegurar o desempenho de todas as tarefas relativas a protecdo das

instalacdes portuarias;
e Controlar 0 acesso as instalacfes portuarias;
e Monitorar as instalacdes portuarias, incluindo areas de fundeio e atracacao;

e Monitorar areas de acesso restrito a fim de assegurar que somente pessoas

autorizadas tenham acesso as mesmas;
e Supervisionar 0 manuseio de cargas;

e Supervisionar o0 manuseio de provisdes do navio; e
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e Assegurar que comunicacdes de protecdo estejam prontamente disponiveis.

A falta de seguranca no mar e nos portos, a persisténcia de atos ilicitos no mar e a
partir do mar, como a pirataria, assalto a mao armada a navios e, por fim, a
disrupcdo dos circuitos de fornecimento do petréleo perpetrado por grupos
rebeldes, com especial incidéncia no delta do Niger, levou a que o litoral da regido
do GoG seja considerado pelo International Maritime Bureau - IMB como a

segunda zona mais violenta do mundo, logo a seguir a da Somalia. (Riggs, 2009)

Face a ocorréncia excessiva de atos ilicitos contra a seguranca da navegacao
maritima e com vista a minimizar os efeitos e as causas de tais atos, a
Organizacdo Maritima Internacional (OMI), em assembleia geral, através da
resolucdo A.584 (14) de 20 de Novembro de 1985 (IMO A.584(14), 1985),
incentivou os Estados Partes a desenvolverem medidas para prevenir atos ilicitos

gue ameacam a seguranca dos navios, dos seus passageiros e tripulagoes.

Uso de Seguranca Privada a Bordo

A IMO - Organizacdo Maritima Internacional recomenda aos paises signatarios
relacbes muito cautelosas com as empresas que oferecem servigcos de protecéo
maritima face ao perigo de se tornarem vitimas do negdécio de protecdo maritima.
Existem determinados paises politicamente desestruturados na regido do GoG
onde a corrupg¢ao encontra espaco e cobertura legal para a utilizacdo das suas
Forcas Armadas e Forcas de Seguranca no negocio de protecdo maritima. Ao
utilizarem as suas estruturas militares e paramilitares estdo concomitantemente a
promover o surgimento de um novo modus operando na regido do GoG, com
caracteristicas extorsivas associadas ao gangsterismo (IMB, 2014). Em outras
palavras a Chatham House (Chatham House, 2013) retrata esta problematica com
sendo: “‘um espaco e redes integradas por varias células colaborativas
descentralizadas que reunem uma mistura da elite politica nos paises mais
corruptos da regido do GoG agrupando militantes e ativistas ligados a grupos
criminosos armados e membros do exército com o apoio da populagéo local’.
Complementarmente Dirk Steffen (Steffen, 2014) comenta: “E sintomatico o estado
de inseguranca no GoG com maior incidéncia em aguas territoriais nigerianas —

ressaltando que o problema reside fundamentalmente na inexisténcia e ou
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insuficiéncia de legislacdo interna sobre a matéria e nos critérios de aplicacdo
desigual, o que incentiva os navegantes, agentes, militares de médio escaldo e
provedores de seguranca privada a optarem por soluc¢des alternativas, conduzindo-
0s a préticas ilegais assentes em atos de corrupcdo e enriguecimento facil”.
Adianta ainda que o nexo dessa atividade criminosa €: “o surrealismo, na o6tica do
crime transnacional, muitas vezes sob o patrocinio de elites nigerianas, tornando
desta forma mais sensato abordar esta complexa teméatica como um todo e ndo
apenas focar um unico sintoma” (Steffen, 2014). Por fim, uma das questfes mais
controversas em relagdo as contramedidas a pirataria € o uso de companhias
privadas de segurancga, porquanto, atualmente, forcas privadas nédo sé&o
autorizadas a operar dentro das aguas territoriais dos paises do Golfo da Guiné. Na
Nigéria, no Benim e no Togo, os donos de navios que quiserem escoltas armadas
pagam policias armadas ou militares nacionais, para garantir a seguranca de suas
embarcacdes. As companhias de seguranca maritima privadas ndo sao
autorizadas a utilizar guardas armados nas aguas costeiras. Sao apenas
autorizadas a atuarem elementos com capacidades ndo armadas (Anymadou
2013). Ainda segundo Anymadou (2013) a contratacao direta de segurancas pelos
donos dos navios, incentiva a possibilidade da parceria entre governos e iniciativa
privada como forma de assegurar o controlo das aguas jurisdicionais. No entanto, a
auséncia de controlo pode resultar em proliferacdo de armas e municdes, assim
como treinamento, para grupos separatistas e terroristas que se multiplicam na
regido do GoG. Parece ser evidente que 0 combate a pirataria passa por acées que
tenham esporadicamente que envolver o uso da forca, mas é importante a reflexao

acerca do caracter dessas medidas e quais os atores envolvidos.

O Custo do Uso de Seqguranca Privada a Bordo

O custo pago pela navegacdo mercante as companhias de seguranca maritima,
pela protecao realizada por via do embarque de guardas armados, esta estimado

em 1,5 Bilides de doélares, s6 no Golgo de Adem. (Brown, 2012).

Regista-se uma subida acentuada dos seguros pagos pela navegacdo mercante,
depois das areas do Golfo de Adem e do GoG terem sido consideradas como

zonas de risco, equivalentes a uma zona de guerra. (Lloyds Joint Committee)
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O custo comparativo entre ser vitima de um episddio de pirataria e pagar a
seguranca privada faz com que as companhias e os armadores decidam por esta
Gltima opcédo o0 que se tornou num negocio muito lucrativo. O valor médio do
resgate ronda os 4,5 milhdes de dolares e provoca uma paragem de atividade
comercialmente danosa, em média, de cento e sessenta dias. A estes devem ser
acrescidos os custos das negociacgdes para a libertacdo dos reféns e do suporte as
tripulacbes apods libertacdo. Em comparacdo, o custo médio de protecdo, numa
passagem no Golfo de Adem, empregando equipas de seguranca armada, ronda
os cinquenta mil délares (mil dolares’/homem/dia). Este valor é relativamente baixo

face aos custos potenciais de ser vitima de um ato de pirataria (Brown, 2012).

Estas empresas tém demonstrado uma elevada taxa de sucesso. S6 uma empresa
notificou noventa encontros com piratas dos quais dezoito resolvidos com troca de
tiros com os guardas armados embarcados. No entanto, as convencdes
internacionais sobre o Direito do Mar proibem o uso da forca para além do
estritamente necessario a defesa, o que dificulta a acdo das equipas de seguranca
embarcadas (ONU, 1982,p. Art 97°); (IMO — MSC.1/Circ.1443, 2012).

N&o obstante o setor estatal tem reagido energicamente contra as acdes de
pirataria utilizando a marinha de guerra e a guarda costeira. Neste ambito, de
acordo com o Direito Internacional Maritimo, o regime juridico que se aplica a bordo
de um navio mercante em alto-mar € o regime do pais de bandeira do navio. Caso
esteja a navegar em aguas territoriais de outro pais em passagem inofensiva, o
pais costeiro sé podera aplicar o seu regime juridico sobre 0 navio se este cometer
um ato que quebre esse estatuto ou se demandar, ou sair de um porto desse pais.
Em termos legais, caso exista um incidente envolvendo feridos e mortos, a
legislacdo criminal que se aplica em alto-mar, ou na passagem inofensiva em mar
territorial de terceiro, sera a da bandeira do navio. Se o incidente envolver
individuos de outras nacionalidades que a do pais de bandeira, a legislacao destes
podera também aplicar-se. Caso demande um Porto, aplicam-se os regulamentos
portuarios e as leis do pais visitado no seu mar territorial. (ONU, 1982), (Mineau,
2010).
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Motivacdo comportamental

Nas ultimas décadas a pirataria maritima e os assaltos a mao armada na regido do
GoG tém sido um crime comum motivado pela extrema pobreza, receitas elevadas
do petrdleo, deficiente regulacédo da atividade maritima, corrupcéo do poder publico
as quais se junta uma longa historia de violéncia politica no Delta do Niger,
constituindo desta forma o pano de fundo do incremento desta fenomenologia. De
igual modo o petroleo, gas, transporte maritimo e a inddstria pesqueira,
concentrados ao longo da regido do GoG e no sudoeste do Delta do Niger, as
companhias de petréleo em onshore e em offshore atraem consideravelmente os
piratas. Assim como navios tanques atracados nos portos, carregados com
petréleo, gas natural e produtos refinados de petréleo, incentivam os piratas a
roubarem o que conseguem carregar mais facilmente como dinheiro, equipamento,
provisdes de bordo e os pertences dos tripulantes. Os gangues mais organizados e
mais bem equipados levam também a carga e os navios. Com grandes
quantidades de produtos refinados, fora dos canais oficiais de comercializacao, da
origem ao surgimento de um comércio paralelo ilicito na regido do GoG. Estes
comerciantes sedeados em parte incerta do mundo face a relativa impunidade que
gozam no GoG acabam por fomentar o desenvolvimento da pirataria maritima.
Uma vez que muitas das vitimas da pirataria sédo envolvidas em atividades ilicitas,
nao denunciam o crime, pelo que aumenta a probabilidade do sucesso e
concretizacdo do ato aos piratas. Além disso, os navios ilicitos ficam sempre com o
seu sistema de identificacdo automatica (AlS) desligado. ( (ICG - Africa Report N°©
195, 2012), (Osinowo, 2015).
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PARTE IV. DADOS E ANALISE

Os dados selecionados para analise considerados mais relevantes para este
estudo e concomitantemente para uma melhor interpretacdo e compreensdo do
modus operando da pirataria na regido do GoG, numa perspetiva comportamental
e espacial, foram retirados dos relatérios da International Maritime Organization
(IMO). Estes dados foram agregados e processados pelo Observatério de
Seguranca Maritima do ISCIA numa Base de Dados (BD) em Access 2013. Os
dados referem-se a um periodo compreendido entre 08-01-2008 e 04-11-2014
correspondendo a 350 ataques. As tabelas, graficos e mapas foram gerados a

partir destes dados.

Nesta andlise as hipoteses de partida sdo-nos fornecidas pelo MA que se

consubstancia nas seguintes formulacdes:
¢ Relativamente ao Comportamento dos ataques

o QD1: Hipotese 1- O modus operando na regido agrega-se em quatro
tipos principais: o roubo puro dos pertences e bens da tripulacdo e ou
navio; o roubo de produtos derivados do petréleo — combustiveis - para
posterior venda em alto-mar, ou em terra; o pedido de resgate por reféns,
ou entdo, uma variante associada aos modos supra referidos que
consiste na tomada destes para autoprotecdo dos atacantes na fase da
fuga e um quarto modo associado ao negécio de extorsdo em troca de

protecéo realizado por entidades oficiais;

o QD1: Hipétese 2- O comportamento com os tripulantes € mais violento do
gue em outras regides onde existe o fenébmeno, eventualmente, que esta
associado a pouca importancia para 0s proveitos, que os regastes dos

reféns representa.

Tipologia de ataques

A primeira tabela em analise € a tabela n°® 2 em que se pode constatar existir uma
maior incidéncia de ataques dentro das &guas territoriais que em aguas
internacionais. No entanto esta distribuicdo ndo é constante em proporcdo entre
paises. Os paises com uma maior propor¢cdo de ataques dentro das aguas

territoriais sdo: Angola; Costa do Marfim; Congo; Libéria; Serra Leoa e Togo.

Esta desproporcédo de ataques em aguas Territoriais (TTW) e Internacionais (IW)
também se podera constatar no Grafico n°® 1 e pode indiciar nesses paises uma
implementacdo do Cddigo ISPS (Seguranca Portuaria) menos efetiva, ou cuidada.
Importa referir que dos 182 ataques dentro de aguas territoriais em 144 0s navios
estavam parados.
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Na revisdo da literatura verificAmos existir a suspeita sobre a Nigéria que as
proprias forcas de seguranca estariam envolvidas num negdécio de extorsdo pela
combinacgao da proibicdo da entrada de navios com guardas armados privados nas
suas aguas territoriais e a disponibilizacdo de guardas armados quer da Marinha,
quer da Policia Maritima controlados por Oficiais destas duas entidades, que
receberiam elevadas somas de dinheiro por esses servicos.

Para esta assercao importa perceber quantos ataques foram repelidos por guardas
armados nas aguas territoriais desse pais em percentagem aos ataques totais ai
sofridos. Pois se assim fosse essa propor¢cdo seria elevada, ou entdo os navios
com este tipo de protecdo ndo seriam alvos de atague o0 que levantaria a suspeitas
de combinacao entre protetores e perpetuadores.

Dos cinquenta e cinco ataques de pirataria perpetrados na costa Nigeriana dentro
do mar territorial, oito foram repelidos por guardas armados de entidades Oficiais.
Lendo os relatos destes ataques pode-se constatar que guardas armados de

entidades estatais estdo a ser usados na protecdo da navegacdo mercante na

Z0oNna.

Embora ndo seja possivel concluir que a utilizacdo de guardas armados nigerianos
evitou um numero elevado de ataques, pois ndo se tem a relacdo dos ataques
sofridos para transitos efetuados de modo a estabelecer um nexo de causalidade.
No entanto, olhando para a distribuicdo dos ataques fora e dentro das aguas
territoriais da Nigéria estranha-se um maior nimero de ataques fora das 12 milhas
nauticas, quando comparado com o numero de ataques dentro desta distancia, o
que contraria o padrao dos paises limitrofes. Ou seja, isto podera indiciar que séo
efetivamente usados guardas armados nigerianos e que estes ao embarcarem
garantem 0 acesso aos portos sem 0s navios sequer sofrerem ataques que tenham
que ser repelidos e registados. Se assim € isso mostra algum grau de organizacdo

e vem reforgar a suspeita levantada na revisao da literatura.

Relativamente a hipotese n° 1 da QD1, a classificacdo por meta-classificadores do

tipo de ataque no GoG produziu os resultados indicados no gréafico n° 2.

Deste modo pode concluir-se existirem trés tipologias de fins relacionados com os

ataques sofridos. Estas sao:

3TTW - Territorial Waters, ou dguas territoriais; IW — International Waters, ou dguas Internacionais
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e Ataques para obtencdo de resgate de reféns, ou a tomada destes para

autoprotecéo;

Deste modo pode confirmar-se a hipdtese n°® 1. No entanto importa cruzar esta
informacdo com o seu comportamento espacial para se poder aferir que a hipétese
n° 3 e 4. Nesta distribuicdo confirma-se que a maioria dos ataques esta relacionada
com o roubo de pertences. Os outros dois fendmenos, a tomada de reféns e o
roubo de combustivel — produtos derivados do petroleo — tém uma incidéncia
menor. Importa verificar que s6 36% dos ataques ndo se consumaram num tipo de

crime por estes terem sido abortados.

Importa agora relacionar o tipo de ataques com a sua distribuicdo espacial.

Ataques que resultaram em tomada de reféns

No sentido de estudar a relacdo espacial com a tipologia dos ataques onde houve
tomada de reféns deve observa-se a proxima consulta a base de dados onde se
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cruzam esse tipo de ataques com as distancias a terra onde aconteceram (gréafico
n° 3).

Analisando o grafico n° 3 Verifica-se que os ataques para fazer reféns acontecem
primordialmente no mar a cerca de 18 milhas de terra e a tem outra zona de
incidéncia a cerca de 30 milhas. Também se podera constatar no gréfico n® 4 que a
maior incidéncia deste fendmeno se da nas costas da Nigéria numa proporcéo de
86% de todos os ataques. Eventualmente estara relacionado com a atividade de
financiamento de grupos extremistas tipo “Boko Haram”, ou MEND, conforme
verificado na revisdo da literatura. Analisando as descricoes dos ataques confirma-
se existirem dois padrdes na tomada de reféns: para obtencao de resgate (22 em
29 ataques na costa da Nigéria); para autoprotecdo apos o ataque (7 em 29

incidentes na costa da Nigéria).

Esta distribuicdo (grafico n° 4) quando comparada com a figura n°® 1 e com o grafico
n° 5 reforca a ideia que existe uma relacdo comportamental-espacial neste tipo de
ataques, onde séo feitos reféns para pagamento de resgates. Pois a maioria destes
ataques concentra-se nas costas da Nigéria, o que reforca também a hipétese 5,
ou seja ha efetivamente relacbes marcadas da tipologia dos ataques com dominios

espaciais definidos que sdo subdominios da regido GoG.

Da andlise dos ataques e da sua distribuicdo espacial ndo se consegue dizer de
forma segura se os ataques para a tomada de reféns tem uma ligacdo as

catividades do Boko Haram, ou ao MEND.
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No entanto, se observarmos a tabela n° 4, que resulta de uma consulta a base de
dados, onde se extrairam todos os ataques com tomada de reféns, poderemos
constatar que o numero de atagues apos 2009, altura que supostamente o grupo

MEND deixou de funcionar, aumentou significativamente entre 2012 e 2013.

O que se pode concluir, mas nao de forma segura, € que o MEND continua cativo,

ou o grupo Boko Harem tem efetivamente uma ligacdo a esta atividade. Ou é sé
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mais uma atividade lucrativa que estd a ser explorada pelos piratas na area. De
facto a Unica coisa que se podera concluir de forma segura € uma forte relacdo

comportamental-espacial para este tipo de ataques, em reforco da hipotese 5.

Também se podera constatar que estes ataques se dao maioritariamente na costa
da Nigéria, tendo mesmo assim ja tem algum significado noutras regifes. No
entanto, face a concentracdo dos ataques na Nigéria e lendo os relatos dos
ataques, este fenbmeno parece irradiar da Nigéria para o exterior, ou seja, é
essencialmente uma atividade realizada por grupos nigerianos. Esta assuncao vem

reforcar as hipéteses 3 e 5.

Lendo os relatos, destes ataques também se constatam que os modos operandos
sao muito parecidos e independentes da posi¢do em que foi realizado o ataque, o
que vem reforgar a ideia anterior e confirmar a revisao da literatura. Estes dados
sdo ainda reforcados pelo numero de piratas usados nos ataques, sempre
superiores a 6, havendo 50% destes com mais de 10 piratas por ataque.

Pode verificar-se na figura n°® 2 e na figura n® 4 (ataques a vermelho) que os
ataques com o fim de roubar combustivel tem um padrdo geografico bem definido e
concentrado, irradiando do centro para a periferia, com o centro em Lagos na
Nigéria mas muita atividade nas costas de Togo e Benim.

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Ainda se poderd constatar no grafico n°® 9 que a Unica regido que tem uma
gradacdo de ataques para roubo de combustivel desde a zona interior para o mar
exterior € nas costas da Nigéria. Nas costas do Benim, Togo, Camardes, Gabao e
Gana constata-se que 0s ataques sdo mais distantes da costa e sem uma
progressao desta para o exterior. Esta observacdo permite deduzir que a origem
dos ataques ndo provém dessas costas.

Sendo assim, a hipétese 3 sai reforgcada para os ataques que tem como objetivo o
roubo de produtos derivados do petrdleo. Pelo facto de haver uma maior incidéncia
destes num dominio espacial bem definido e distinto, do dominio mais global que é
0 GoG, também reforga a hipbtese 5.

No que respeita aos ataques para roubo de pertences do navio/tripulantes pode
verificar-se que a maioria destes se realiza em aguas interiores, ou nos
fundeadouros (grafico n°® 10). Apesar desta constatacdo verificaram-se alguns
ataques com esta tipologia a grandes distancias de terra, embora em nimero néo
significativo.

No gréafico n° 10 estdo distancias negativas o que significa ataques dentro dos rios,
ou seja para dentro da linha de costa de onde foram medidas as distancias.

Apesar da maior incidéncia deste fendmeno se dar na Nigéria, a dispersdo deste e
o tipo de atagues mostra que sao realizados por agentes locais (grafico n® 11).

Também a reforcar a concluséo anterior verifica-se que a distancia dos ataques
segue um padrdo da terra para o mar nas diversas costas, ou quando isso nao
acontece € porgue esta sé concentrado nos portos.

O Proximo grafico, n°® 12, mostra bem esse fenOmeno em todos 0s portos.
Constata-se por outro lado que a maioria dos ataques é mais junto a terra, ou nos
proprios portos descrendo com a distancia. Esta observagéo confirma que esse tipo
de ataques irradia localmente da costa (interior) para a periferia do mar, o que esta
coerente com as conclusdes supra indicadas.

Sendo assim, e neste caso a hipotese 3 ndo € observada para este tipo de
ataques, pois o fendmeno néo irradia da Nigéria. Mas sim de cada porto para a
periferia. O grafico n°® 11 incorpora duas informacfes importantes, a primeira é
quais sao os paises da regido com 0s portos mais inseguros e associada a esta,
agueles que ainda ndo implementaram na sua total extensdo o ISPS Code. No
entanto estas conclusbes requerem alguma reserva pois 0 numero de ataques
também estard relacionado com o volume de trafego dos portos e
consequentemente das regides.
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Nas figuras n° 3 e na figura n°® 4 (ataques a amarelo) pode-se ver a distribuicdo
geografica deste tipo de ataques e constatar que € junto a costa e pertos dos
portos que existem os maiores agrupamentos de incidentes deste género.

Neste caso, ou seja na tipologia de ataques para roubo de pertences do
navio/tripulantes a hipétese 3 ndo se verifica, no entanto a hipétese 5 verifica-se na
totalidade pois existe uma relacdo comportamental-espacial marcada, ou seja 0s
ataques deste tipo dao-se primordialmente nos ancoradouros e nos portos.

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Como ja foi referido, estes ataques, pela sua forte concentragdo nas &reas
portuarias e fundeadouros vém reforcar a ideia que existe uma forte lacuna de
implementacdo do ISPS Code, ou seja a Seguranca Portuaria. Também se pode
constatar realizando uma consulta & BD que em 177 ataques dentro das 12 milhas,
144 aconteceram com 0s havios parados. As autoridades reagiram s6 a 33
incidentes, uma percentagem muito baixa, tendo em conta, pela leitura dos relatos,
gue a maioria das reacoes foi ap0s o ataque.

Pdde verificar-se na pesquisa a BD que na costa da Nigéria esta reagiu 15 vezes e
ficou inativa 171, que o Togo reagiu 15 vezes e ficou inativo 11, o Gana na
proporcao correspondente de 6 para 20 e os Camarfes de 5 para 14. Verifica-se,
lendo os relatos, que a maioria das reagOes foi tardia e pouco efetiva, nédo
prevenindo o ataque. Desta forma pode considera-se que as fungbes de Estado
Costeiro e de Estado de Porto ndo estao a ser assumidas e bem desempenhadas
pelos paises do GoG. Ou seja, confirma-se a hipétese 4 na totalidade face as
responsabilidades que os governos contratantes da convencao Solas de 74 revista
em 2002 pelo cédigo ISPS tem na protecao de navios e ancoradouros.

Conforme se podera verificar na figura n° 5 os ataques com o navio parado situam-
se mais nas zonas de fundeadouros e portos do Congo, Camardes, Nigéria-Lagos,
Benim, Togo, Gana e Guiné Conacri. Com 0 havio a navegar pode verificar-se uma
maior incidéncia e concentracdo ao largo da Guiné Conacri e ao Largo da Nigéria.

Esta analise reforca a validade da hipotese 4 no que refere aos portos e
ancoradouros e a hipotese 5 no que refere a relacdo espaco comportamental
especifica e diferente de outros dominios quer ao largo da Nigéria quer da costa da
Guiné Conacri.

Na figura n° 6 verifica-se que existe uma tendéncia de correlacdo entre os ataques
onde foram feitos reféns e o estado em que se encontrava o0 navio, que neste caso
era a navegar.

Esta correlacdo poderd existir eventualmente pelo facto dos assaltantes ao
necessitarem de movimentar pessoas para terra estarem mais vulneraveis, quer a
detecdo dos seus movimentos para as suas bases, quer ao perigo de serem
surpreendidos pelas forcas de seguranca. No entanto e pela leitura dos relatos ha
que considerar na tipologia de ataques com reféns que existem ataques em que
estes sao realizados eventualmente para garantir a seguranca dos piratas de forma
temporéria e outros com a intencao de pedido de resgate.

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Na figura n® 7 pode constatar-se que a maioria dos ataques no GoG se realizou no
periodo noturno. No entanto na costa da Nigéria existe uma significativa
concentracéo de ataques diurnos. Pode verificar-se numericamente, que a maioria
destes ataques tem uma elevada correlacdo com ataques falhados, o que parece
evidente, pois a taxa de alerta das tripulacbes dos navios durante o dia sera
necessariamente superior.

Relativamente a existéncia de Guardas de Seguranca a bordo foram realizados 28
ataques com segurancas embarcados e nenhum ataque conseguiu tomar o navio,
apesar de 10 destes terem abordado temporariamente a plataforma.

Por fim importa verificar a hipétese 2. Conforme se pode apreciar no grafico n® 13 o
namero de tripulantes feitos reféns tem estado a aumentar. Em 2013 houve um
aumento significativo de tripulantes mortos nos ataques.

Quando se comparam estes dados com o resto do mundo pode ver-se uma
tendéncia decrescente da tomada de reféns no resto do Mundo e uma subida
crescente no GoG. A tomada de reféns é necessariamente um ato de violéncia
fisica e psicoldgica sobre os tripulantes.

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Quando se comparam ainda os dados do GoG com o resto do Mundo, tendo em
consideracao vidas perdidas e tripulantes feridos, pode constatar-se no grafico n®
15 que o numero do GoG iguala para vidas perdidas o do mundo. Apesar de existir
uma tendéncia de crescimento no mundo em 2014 para tripulantes feridos em
resultado dos ataques e uma diminuicdo no GoG, se tivermos em conta 0s
resultados conjugados dos graficos n°® 13, n° 14 e n°® 15 poderemos concluir que a
hipétese 2 estara correta. Se associarmos que esta subida estd associada a
tomada de reféns entdo s6 poderemos dizer que a hipdtese 2 esta parcialmente
correta, pois corresponde de facto a uma tendéncia inversa e em subida ao resto
do mundo, mas também podera significar que a valorizacao dos reféns tem vindo a
reduzir o nimero de mortos e feridos no GoG.

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PARTE V. CONCLUSOES E RECOMENDACOES

CONCLUSOES

Da andlise e da revisdo da literatura concluimos que a Hipdétese 1 — “O modus
operando na regido agrega quatro tipos principais: o roubo puro dos pertences e
bens da tripulagdo e ou navio; o roubo de produtos refinados do petréleo —
combustiveis - para posterior venda em alto-mar, ou em terra; o pedido de resgate
por reféns, ou entdo, uma variante associada aos modos supra referidos que
consiste na tomada destes para autoprotecdo dos atacantes na fase da fuga e um
quarto modo associado ao negocio de extorsdo em troca de protecao realizado por
entidades oficiais”, € verdadeira pois foi confirmada substancialmente pelos dados
tratados na BD do ISCIA sobre a pirataria no GoG, correspondendo aos ataques
entre 8-1-2008 e 4-11-2014. Deste modo pode afirmar-se que existem basicamente
trés tipologias de ataques e um modo de operacdo que estara relacionado com o
negocio de extorsdo. Estes modos séo:

o Ataques para obtencdo de resgate de reféns, ou que realizam reféns

para autoprotecdo dos atacantes;

o Ataques para roubar produtos refinados de petroleo fazendo trasfega

deste no mar, ou em terra;

Existem, contudo, indicios que pode estar em curso uma quarta forma de ilicito
maritimo, que € a extorsdo a volta do negocio de protecdo feita por entidades
oficiais. Embora ténue, os dados recolhidos dao uma indicacdo nesse sentido e de
acordo com a reviséo da literatura efetuada.

Também se confirmou, embora parcialmente a Hipo6tese 2 - “O comportamento
com os tripulantes € mais violento do que em outras regibes onde existe o
fenbmeno, eventualmente, que esta associado a pouca importancia para 0S
proveitos, que o0s regastes dos reféns representa”. Embora esta hipotese
aparecesse abundantemente na revisdo da literatura ela n&o se verificou
totalmente, uma vez que a violéncia associada a tomada de reféns coincidiu com
uma diminuicdo de feridos e mortos nos tripulantes no ano de 2014. O que pode
significar uma mudanca de atitude entre 2013 e 2014, pela valorizagcdo que estes
podem representar monetariamente na regido. Importa verificar que as atividades
de financiamento do “Boko Haram”, ou Mend podem estar ligadas ao aumento da
tomada de reféns em 2013 e 2014 e geograficamente parece existir uma ligacao
mas ainda néo totalmente confirmada.
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Relativamente a Hipdtese 3 em que os ataques - “Tem uma origem comum e
provém do Delta do Niger e atuam em todo o GoG” esta foi confirmada
parcialmente. Isto €, quando a tipologia dos ataques tem como objetivo fazer reféns
ou roubar combustiveis a analise veio confirmar a hipétese. Ou seja, o0 epicentro do
fendbmeno é a Nigéria irradiando para o resto da area. No entanto quando se
analisa o fenbmeno de roubo, nos portos e ancoradouros, conclui-se o contrario,
isto é: € um fenomeno local.

A hipotese 4 — “A maioria dos ataques é dentro dos portos e fundeadouros, junto a
terra, com 0s navios parados ou com sérias restricdes de manobra e correspondem
a falhas de seguranca dentro do ambito do ISPS Code. Deste modo dar-se-ao
provavelmente proximo a costa e dentro dos limites das aguas territoriais dos
Estados soberanos da regido do GoG” foi totalmente verificada quer pelos dados
analisados quer pela revisdo da literatura efetuada. Aqui nao existiram
divergéncias. Mais se constatou, ao ler os relatos deste tipo de ataques que 0s
erros estavam claramente no tipo de policiamento realizado nos portos e
ancoradouros pelos Estados que ndo cumprem com as suas func¢des de Estado do
Porto e Estado Costeiro.

Por fim a hipGtese 5 — “Existe uma relacdo entre a incidéncia espacial e a tipologia
de ataques marcada, na regido do GoG” foi parcialmente verificada. Pois existem
fenbmenos comportamentais que se manifestam em dominios espaciais bem
definidos e distintos entre si e outros comuns a regido como um todo. Exemplo dos
primeiros sdo o roubo de combustiveis e a tomada de reféns e do ultimo o roubo
nos portos. Embora estes ultimos também tenham uma forte relacdo espacial com
o dominio portuario e dos ancoradouros. Dessa forma poderemos concluir que se
verifica esta hipotese na maioria dos fenémenos embora dependendo do angulo de
observacdo poderao existir excecdes, s6 que mesmo essas tem a mesma tipologia
comportamental em dominios com as mesmas caracteristicas que sdo 0s
fundeadouros e zonas portuarias. Sendo assim considera-se a hipétese validada.

Conclui-se: que o fendmeno da Pirataria no GoG tem uma tipologia bem definida,
gue o comportamento dos atacantes sobre os tripulantes € em geral mais violento
gue no resto do globo, que muitos atos tém um epicentro na Nigéria com excec¢ao
dos roubos nos portos e ancoradouros em que se assiste a um fendmeno local de
mimetizacdo, que estes Ultimos se dao por uma fraca implementacdo das
responsabilidades de seguranca dos Estados Costeiros e do Porto no que respeita
a implementacéo do ISPS Code e que por fim existe uma relacdo marcada entre os
fendbmenos comportamentais e espaciais da pirataria e roubo maritimo no GoG.
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RECOMENDACOES

Atendendo que esta tematica ndo se esgota neste estudo, recomenda-se que
estudos complementares a este sejam realizados e que contemplem
fundamentalmente programas e acfes que visem aspetos relativos &;

Revisdo e reforma do quadro normativo que rege a defesa e seguranca dos
espacos maritimos dos Estados Ribeiros do GoG de modo a impulsionar a adocéo
de medidas operacionais e taticas para aumentar a vigilancia observacdo e
monitoramento para mitigacdo da pirataria no GoG;

Alargamento da &rea efetiva para a aplicacdo e implementacéo do Cédigo ISPS na
regido do GoG;

Adocéo de medidas de cooperacgéao internacional de vigilancia codificada para troca
de informacdes e comunicacdes em AIS.

A sophisticated
pirate gang hijacked the Greek-owned vessel, disabling its
identifications system and communication equipment, and
painting over its identifying markers. More than a week later
and 1,300 miles away, the hijackers released Kerala off the coast
of Nigeria, after offloading 12,270 tons of its diesel cargo to
other ships. The Kerala hijacking marks the southernmost
expansion of Nigeria’s pirate gangs, but represents only one
subset of piracy in the Gulf of Guinea. The waters of Gabon and
Equatorial Guinea each suffered pirate attacks in the first week
of 2014.0ff Nigeria the epicenter of western Africa piracy there
have been at least 12 attacks against various types of vessels
this year, resulting in multiple kidnappings. Within the swampy
maze of the Niger Delta, militants-cum-pirates have robbed
passenger vessels, kidnapped oil workers and ambushed
security-force patrols. This level of organized piracy as
distinguished from opportunistic robberies against berthed and
anchored vessels—can be sorted into two different categories:
tanker hijackings for product theft and maritime kidnapping for
ransom. Both forms are intertwined with the regional oil
industry, but their distinct perpetrators, targets, and trend lines
warrant separate looks.

This western Nigeria-based criminal enterprise is highly
organized and intelligence driven, allegedly with the
involvement of high-powered political, business, and military
patrons. As a suspected hijacker captured near Lagos explained:

What they do is to give us information on the location
and content of the vessels to be hijacked. Once we complete the
assignment, we would inform the point men who thereafter,
contact the cabal that takes charge of the hijacked vessels. We
usually meet at a designated point on the high sea, from where
they would offload the contents from the hijacked vessels and
thereafter, deposit them in various oil facilities for distribution
by oil marketers. "The pirates who hijacked Kerala targeted the
ship based on foreknowledge of its cargo, location and intended
movements. Using a stolen tugboat as a “mother ship,” the
hijackers made a multiday voyage all the way to a Luanda
anchorage and then selected their target from some 30 other
vessels in the area. After hijacking the ship, the pirates sailed
towards the Republic of Congo where they made their first sale
of stolen diesel. The hijackers later made two more ship-to-ship
transfers off the southwest coast of Nigeria before abandoning
Kerala on 26 January. If the pirates sold the diesel for half of its
$10 million market price, they and their sponsors netted some
S5 million in  operation that lasted just over a week. The
geographic scope of this particular crime demonstrates the
expansive multinational network of informants and buyers
hijack syndicates employ. While the leadership of the gangs is
Nigerian, they are thought to recruit regionally, as indicated by
the testimony of captured pirates and reports of pirates
speaking both English and French during attacks.
